AWARDS CEREMONY FOR THE “IMAGINE” SHORT DRAMA 
PRIZE, CREATED BY THE TF1 GROUP  

On 19 April 2022 the TF1 group launched “Imagine”, a brand-new short film 

competition. The aim: to identify and nurture emerging talent, and showcase 

French creativity in all its diversity. 

 

Created by TF1 employees Evita Karfi, Benoit Causse and Maxime Barberi, this first-ever 

edition of the competition attracted over 120 entries. The jury picked 48 films that were 

showcased on MYTF1. Ten drama shorts and ten comedy shorts were shortlisted, and 

presented to a jury of broadcasting industry professionals: Jonathan Zaccaï (actor), Sofia 

Essaïdi (actress), Christelle Graillot (agent), Clothilde Jamin (screenwriter), Alexandre
